Dear friends and yamists,
I hope you all received my message about the eLearning programme and how to access it last week. Those of you who already have tested it, will have learned that part III – Migration History, works on three levels – a global level, a regional level (Europe, USA, Asia etc.;) and a country level. 
For all levels you have to use the time line cursor. By draging it from 1750 to 2010, you will see small texts popping up. These are clickable, and when you click on them they will appear with a text and an illustration. 

On the global map, only lines showing the migration waves will appear. When you click on them, an illustration and text explaining it will appear. Please note that the waves as well as the texts need to be corrected and expanded. Regarding the regions, only Europe and the U.S. have been activated. And regarding the countries – only Norway is available with texts and illustrations. 
Partner assistance

To activate all partner countries, we need information about the in- and out migration of each country. At the kick-off meeting in Stavanger last year, we agreed that migration institutions, or any other expert in the field of migration in each country, should provide me with this material as soon as possible. What I need are small texts and good illustrations, that would fit into the framework of this migration history programme. That is how the learning programme will become useful for all 14 participating countries. There is no much text needed, but there must be a headline and a background text, as well as illustrations and questions. To do this right, use the attached text form, and fill it it according to the guidelines. The example for Norway illustrates what I mean. 

Your texts will be implemented into the programme as soon as we receive them. The illustrations need not be a photo. It could be anything – also an audio or video extract, or any media you prefer. It would be very nice if you could send me 10 texts by April 15. Then it would be possible for us to implement them in the programme for demonstrations at the Sofia meeting on April 24. The texts should be written so that it fit the attached form. 
Demonstration

A full demonstration of the programme will be given at the Comenius network meeting in Sofia, April 24 – 28. The demonstration will be accompanied by a social gathering. All Yamists are heartly welcome, and I hope to see most of you there.
